Some have simply hit upon 
hard times or have run out of 
food or money to feed them-
selves and their families.  
Whatever the reason, the 
breakfast provided by Troop 71 
and Aley United Methodist 
Church is indeed a blessing. 

Each Feed the Homeless event 
is the same as the others.  It 

starts with a list 
that includes egg 
casseroles, fruit, 
breakfast cereals, 
milk, and orange 
juice.  Scouts and 
their parents vol-
unteer to provide 
one or two items 
on the list.  The 
Aley UMC recipe 
for egg casserole is 
posted on the 
troopôs website for 
easy reference. 

Scouts also volun-

teer to serve the 
food and drinks 
on the day of the 
event, which is 
typically held on 
the second Satur-
day of every other 
month.  

On the Friday 
evening before the 
event, the event 
point -of -contact 
begins to collect the donated 
food and drinks.  Final dona-
tions and the volunteers 
themselves come on Saturday 
morning.  

The group then caravans to 
St. Paulôs United Methodist 
Church in Dayton.  There they 
unload the foodstuffs and 
prepare the hall for arrival of 
people.  Scouts then form a 
serving line that efficiently 
dispenses meals to the at-
tendees.
